Memphis, Tenn, (March 2011) - Thousands of all star cheerleaders traveled to the Walt Disney World®
Resort in Orlando, Florida from March 12 - 13 for the 18" Annual National All Star Cheerleading
Championship (NASCC), produced by Universal Cheerleaders Association (UCA), a division of Varsity.

For this National, teams qualified to compete by placing at one of the 39 NASCC qualifying events or
receiving a bid at a UCA Camp. The 380 all star teams competed in divisions based on team size, grade
level and level of skill. An estimated 15,000 spectators attended the event, held on stages at the Wide
World of Sports Complex and The Indiana Jones Theater at Hollywood Studios.

All star cheerleading developed in the late 80s as a competitive style of cheerleading not affiliated with a
school or university. There are an estimated 450,000 all star cheerleaders in the United States.

“For the more than 7,500 cheerleaders who competed this weekend, this was a chance to show off their
talents to the world,” said Jeff Webb, founder and CEO of Varsity. “We’re proud to continue our 19-year
tradition of recognizing the best all star cheerleaders in the country.”

Championships, which takes place at the Walt Disney World® Resort on April 30 and May 1, 2011.
